theater team who have not yet accepted Christ, and 

they are very rarely in church. But when we invite 

them to come with us, to serve the children, they 

gladly respond. Please pray for them.  

When we minister to special needs children, 

as a rule, their parents, or one of the parents, 

are also present with the children, and this is a 

great opportunity to bring the Gospel not only 

to children, but also to adults. In addition to the 

performance for the children, there was a 

fellowship for their parents, where the 



ministers answered their (parents’) questions, and the Gospel was preached. Also, in the courtyard 

of the church for children, various competitions, and a fun, moving workout were organized. One 

thing I can say is that the Lord richly blessed this ministry. Children and parents were very happy 

and grateful. Such services are held annually, and for several years in a row we have been 

participating in them as a theater group.  

Of course, we are very grateful to you, our dear friends, for your prayers and financial 

support. Thanks to you, we can serve children more effectively here in Ukraine. Thank you very 

much for everything! God bless you! Please continue to pray for us, for the puppet theater ministry, 

for the ministry to children, and for the youth who have not yet accepted Jesus Christ.

When she did make 

the decision to be baptized, we were delighted with such a 

pleasant surprise. We also found white clothes for Zina. 

The very picturesque place that we fell in love with and 

had been baptized in ourselves, was the setting for the 

baptism.
