Right now, the church doesn’t have a single deacon, which leaves the full load of lead-
ership on the church planter.  

� Coworker Natalie Tuttle has received medical counseling not to have surgery nor chemotherapy for 
her particular type of tumors. Instead, her primary cancer physician recommends trying to slow the 
tumors’ growth with regular injections. Please pray for Natalie and Bruce Tuttle in all of this.  

� In an incredible turn of events, the Muslim granddaughter of a mullah (who is one of our men’s great-
est persecutor in Central Asia) has arranged to stay with a different BIEM missionary couple in an-
other country. Her husband has trusted Christ and hopes she will get saved too. Let’s pray!
